











of the Act as the Secretary may prescribe in the agreement. Such agreement
shall:

(A) Provide that Federal funds paid to the Center will be used
solely for such purposes as are set forth in the agreement;

(B) Authorize the Center, subject to the Secretary's prior approval,
to contract with public and private agencies and organizations
for demonstration projects;

(C) Provide for an annual report on the activities of the Center
which will be transmitted to the Congress;

(D) Provide for compliance with fair labor standards practices.
Paragraph (2) of subsection (c) provides for recovery of pay=
ments in any case in which the facility ceases to be used for
the purposes of the subsection or ceases to be owned by the
institutions within 20 years after its completion.

(2) Section 2 of the Act is amended by adding a definition for the
term "construction." For the purposes of the act the term "construction"
means the construction and initial equipment of new buildings, including
architects fees, but excluding the acquisition of land.

(3) Section 4 of the Act is amended to provide for an authorization of
appropriations of $12,5 million for fiscal year 1971, $15 million for fiscal
year 1972, and $20 million for fiscal year 1973 and each year thereafter.
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
