DR. CAMERON: " ¥e have to start out by seying that we don’t know the cmuses of
all of the various kinde of mental retardation; there does seem to be a fairly
constant portion of the population which is born which is mentally retarded and
I see nothing on the horizon the leads me to teliewe that this is going te change
in the imediate yeare, 80 28 the population of Minnesota incresses there will
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be an absoclute increase in the nmanber of retarded vpzople ﬁhoqgh thers may
not be & proportionate incremse in the number of retarded individusle. This
is point one. MNow there are two or three things that asre operating, some oFf
them in opposite directions, fto influence the rumber of individuals who will
require institutlonslization in the future. On the positive side ‘the very for-
werd looking lgwe which were passed will make it mandatery thet spacial claeses
for the education of the educable in the public schools « this is very forward
ldoking leglsliation and will hawe an impuct on our institutionsl program. It
will mean that fewer high grade retarded individusls will come to the inetitu-
$ions. - This would serve to reduce the nunber of hede. On the other lexnd I am
sure that this is more than compensated for by the other fector which you mep~
tioned, namely that the physicizns, of which I am one. are mekineg it tough for
us becouse patientr can now Ye kept from dying irach mere yeadily than they vere
befors, for example, we seldom savw & mongsloid peiient much beyvoand their middle
twenties & good many yeare ago and now we sSse many such patients well into their
fifties and sixties. This is the advent of the antibiotice and thewe patients
who usualiy died of pneumonia uon“t and ¢£o0 we have them vith us for s longer
period of tims = thie tende to off-set the other type of trend. This echool Fro-
gram too, and the better understanding et ihe community lewsl on the part of
parenta and the development of dsy care centers, ete. at the community lswel
hes & distiact impact upon the charncter of the patienis in cur instituticns.
In the past we had quite & nutber of patients who were able fov work, to bs
trained to work at the institutionzs Yow if those individusls are {rained to
the poin% where they can do fils ressonably well end if they con mansge at all
‘with & little help on the outside we tend to discharge them ané of course their
beds are immediately refilled by an sdditional putient and the new ones wve get
in ure for ths mogt part much more helpless tharn were the petiente = the proe-
portionete helplese patients is increasing. Decause of the two-fold problem g
there are more ftotal cars patients who must be provided for by the employees and.
there are fewer work patients available to mesist the employees with this work.
This has & profound iwpact on our staffing problems in institutions which re-

DR. CAMMRON:  Let us bs sure that il is clear that that ie & unit for the
emotionally disturbed child not for the mentally retszded, the subject of

our discussion thie morning. bhut eince you ask, let me snswer your quegtion.
It 1e for the emotiomally disturted child not the reterded and I woen® tyy to
say whether the newspaper reported it sccurately, but I will tell you what
happened and you can juige for yourself. The staff for that unit wes suther-
ized complement of 36 in the previocus biennium, Xow it ie trus that we did
not have all of those employees hired at the time of the last legislative
sescion, tut for one resason or another that complement was reduced frem 36 to
‘22 for the firet year of the biennium and to 30 for the second year of the
biennium. A% the time the legislature wois in session we had in addiftion to
those employed under s complement of the chiildren®s unit, smployees from the
parent hospital on loan to the children®s unit. so there wers actunlly more
employed in the unit then sappeared on the rolls of that particular unit,

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the resuld was that hen we got the celling of 22 we 4id in fact have to let
gome neoble o in order to gel down to our complement. The number of employees
we have is sufficiently inadequate that we ere having to reduce the number of
childron in the unit in order to do anyibing at sll for thoese that are left.

SENATOFR CH!LD, is there any other facility for that type of children.

DR. CAMFRON: TYes eir there is. The Children’®s Center in St. Faul who handlse
approximately 20 youngsters. This was left the same, there wae no change, ale
though we d&id rvn into & proltlem there foo. We had wanied to ask for an in= -
crease for that unit ot I believe the Governor in the light of the overall tax
situation felt that Re couid not recommend an incr8zse there, bul what hed
happensd in the neanwhile vas that we hagd experTienced difficulty in recruitment
¢f the kind of people needed and we hed been successful in getting cert’ in of
ithe Jobs reclmssified with civil service wit! higher salaxy levels which we
thoueht would enhance owr recruiimeni opportunities, and when the appropristion
vas mads for that unit the esaleries wers calculated on the basis of the old '
selary scele so there it not egnough money in the zppropristion made for the
higheyr sslaries, which had slready been approved by civil service, Wihether we

- are golng to be able te adjust thet throvgh Federal funds or scmthing of thet
kind in order to gel those salaries up vhere they btelong I Gon®t know. I do
koov this that as soon as it became kanown that the salsries they had been antici.
mbing, we had teen working on this for a year, that ths salaries were not EOLNE
up ve promptly lost six people at that unit and we have had » dickens of a time
replacing theme Ve 4id get them replaced and I am hopeful that through Federal
funds we will get those salaries up., Thiz was unfortunate.

DR. CAMERON: My wnderstending is plans are almost finished. That building,
like a1l other comsiruction is nov being held up tecause of the issue of sell-
. ing bonds, and me 1 understend it that bhad that issue not arisen construction

would have staried on the new faeilities this ¥Fall, but sinece that issue cannot
 be settled until efter freezing, if it is settled fawradbly we can then Yegin

The institutions for the reterdsd dom't wapt them dbecause
they sre brighter than most of the other patierts, the inmstitations for the
mentally 411 don®t want them t=cause they are obvisusly reterded, mnd it ig &
real difficull group for waleh %Yo rrovides

You have anciher kind of prodlem which iz ewn more magnified - thers are some
kinds of mental iiinese which make a pevrseon sppear to be raterded wher in fas
they are not = the 82 called autistic child is a good eA&mp1e.of thiz, where as
far a2 funchioning 49 concerned yon say nothing bul that he appears o e
functicning as & retarded child, yet clinicly we telieve that this is act true,
he is not retarded but thet this is 2 mental illness. This child foo0 reguires
2 ver. svaclalized btype of treatment.
