' INTERIM COMMISSIONS
Created by the 1959 Session

Extra Session laws, Chapter 82, SF L2

Section 1, Subdivision 1, Commissions of the legislature to study,
investigate, and consider governmental and related problems, existing laws,
and the need for additional legislation in compection therewith including

law revision and codification where necessary, are established in accordance
with the provisions of this section.

Subd. 2. The interim commissions established by subdivision 1 are:

(1) The SEAWAY PCRT AUTH(RITY INTERIM COMMISSION, a continuation of
the commission established by Laws 1957, Chapter 8L%, Section 11, to consider
problems in comnection with the entire subject of the conservation, protec-
tion, and reclamation of publicly owmed harbor lands and port facilities in
connection therewith including but not limited %o State and other participa-
tion in programs in connection therewith,

{2) The UPPER MISSISSIPPI RESERVOIR AND MINNESOTA RIVER VALLEY INTRRIM
COMMISSION to consider '

(a) effectuating joint comtrol between the State and federal suthorities
of the Upper Mississippi reservoirs in the interests of the people of the
State, 1o consider the economic factors therein involved, to advise
and consult with the commwissioner of conservation and others in the consid-
eration of appropriate agreements which the commissioner may desire to
enter into with the federal agencies, and to perform and to formulate and
expedite suggested federal and State legislation which may be necessary to
insure control and regulation consistent with the needs and interests of
the State;

(v) to make a comprehensive, detailed, and complete investigation,
~ analysis, and study of the flood, irregation, recreational, economic, and
development problems in the Minnesota River Valley,

(c) The Commissioner of Conservation may enter into agreements with
the United States Corps of Army Engineers and any other appropriate federal
agency so as to effectuate control and regulation of the Upper Mississippi
reservoirs to meet State and local needs and interests after first sceking
and obtaining the guidance and advice of the Upper Mississippi Reservoir
and Minnesota River Valley Development Interim Commission. Any agreement
so entered into shall be limited in duration and shall not extend beyond
the final adjournment of the 1961 regular session of the Legislature unless
confirmed by the Legislature,
