Fi scal year 1962-63 covers the period July 1, 1962
t hr ough June 30, 1963.

"Total under supervision" includes all patients

under supervision of the Section for Mentally Defi -
cient and Epileptic, nost of whomare under commt-
ment to the Corm ssioner of Public Wel fare, This
count represents the total of all patients on the
waiting list, onthe institution books and under
supervi sion of county wel fare departnents or private
agencies outside the institution. Afewpatients in
each supervision group are voluntary. Sone of the
long-termcare patients on the institution books were
comitted directly to the institution they entered
prior to the | awunder whi ch commtnents were made to
t he Conmm ssi oner .

Patients "on books" include all patients onthe in-
stitution records whether physically present or on
tenporary absence. The book popul ation rather than
nunber in residence has been used for descriptive
statistics on patients throughout the report because
many patients are home on vacati on on June 30, the
end of the fiscal year census date.

Patients "in residence" or "in institution" include
all patients physically present plus those away on
visits of |ess than eight days durati on.

"Adm ssions” include all patient entering the in-
stitutions for the first tine or readmtted after
receiving a final discharge fromthis type of in-
stitution, and include transfers fromstate i nsti -
tutions other than mental hospitals, other institu-
tions for the nentally deficient and epileptic or
nment al hospitals.

"First adm ssions" include all patients admtted with no
previ ous residence in either a Mnnesota state institution
for the nmentally deficient and epileptic or a Mnnesota
State nental hospital.

"Di scharges" include all patients removed fromthe insti-
tution books, by discharge direct fromthe institution,
fromvisit or vacati on or unauthori zed absence, and i n-
clude discharges by transfer to a state institution other
than an institution for the nmental ly deficient and epil ep-
tic or anental hospital.

Mental level inthis report follows the newclassification
of the American Association on Mental Deficiency for those
pati ents on whomnew i nformati on has been reported. Data
on ol der patients follows the definitions used in earlier
reports. The designation "severe" for all groups except
adm ssi ons includes sone patients who will probably be
classified as "profound" when they are recl assifi ed.

No data on clinical classification of patients is included
inthe regular tables inthis report as only the adm ssions
for the past three years have been classified under the new
term nol ogy of the American Association on Mental Defici-
ency. Patients are classified, however, as nmentally defieient
only, mentally deficient and epileptic, and epileptic only.

Medi ans (50t h percentile) shown were cal cul ated from
grouped dat a.

Al'l percentages are given in round figures. For this rea-
son breakdown may not always total exactly 100 percent.
The letter "a" is used to designate | ess than 0.5 percent.

In Mnnesota nental |y deficient and/or epileptic
patients are commtted to the Comm ssioner of Public
Wl fare rather than direct to an institution. If in-
stitutional care is urgently needed, the patient may
enter an institution imredi atel y upon commit nent.

G her patients for whominstitutional care is recom
nmended are placed oh the waiting list. For others
commitment may be nade as a protective neasure, but
the patient may never enter an institution. Upon dis-
charge froman institution a patient usually continues
under guardi anship wi th outside supervision provided
by the county wel fare departnents. This report is

mai nly concerned with the institutional program but
the tables in Section A cover the entire supervision
programfor the nmental |y deficient and epil epti c.

As of June 30, 1963 there were 10,979 nental | y
deficient and/or epileptic patients under supervision
of the Comm ssioner of Public Wlfare. O these,

10, 761 were under commitnent directly to the Commi s-
sioner of Public Wlfare. A nost all of the remainder
were long-tine hospitalized patients coomtted directly
to an institution nmany years ago, although there were

a fewvoluntary patients under each type of supervision
because of special problenms. C every 100 patients
under supervision, 59 were on the institution books,
six were on the waiting list, and 35 were on outside
supervision, including 17 ex-patients of institutions
and 18 who had never been in an institution. Sone of
the characteristics of the patients in each of these
groups are shown in Table A-1 and their distribution

by county is shown in Table A-3.

There are nore nal e (54 percent) than fenal e
(46 percent) patients under supervision statew de
and in nost of the supervision groups. Anong patients

on the waiting list 61 percent were nale while nal e
patients accounted for 55 percent of those on outside
supervi sion and 53 percent of the patients on the
institution books. At Onatonna two-thirds of the
patients were nmal e, but Canbridge had a slightly

|l arger nunber of fenale than mal e patients. There
were also slightly nore fermal e than nmal e patients
anong the 166 patients out on trial placement from
the institutions.

The ages of the patients vary w dely, depending
on the type of supervision, as may be noted in Tabl e
A-1 and the acconpanyi ng charts. By far the youngest
group is the waiting list, with one-third under age
five and over two-thirds under age ten. Less than
three percent of all patients under supervision are
under five years of age and two-thirds of these are
onthewaiting list. The oldest group, on the other
hand, are former institution patients now under
supervision in the commnity. Very few (only one in
every 25) of the mentally deficient and epileptic
patients under supervision are 65 or older. Patients
inthis ol der age group account for about one in every
15 forner institution patients nowin the coomunity and
one in every six institution patients out on trial
pl acenent, including a nunber of |ong-termpatients
pl aced in state nursing homes during 1962-63. The
waiting list and those on short |eave fromthe insti-
tutions include almost no patients 65 years old or
ol der, while about one in 25 of all resident patients
and one in 25 of those on outside supervision who have
never been institutionalized are in this ol dest age

gr oup.

Mental |evel or degree of mental deficiency has
not been determned for 18 percent of the patients

under supervision, the proportion w th undeterm ned
mental |evel ranging fromwell over half of these on
the waiting list down to only three percent of those
on Fari baul t' s books. For thi sreasondirect

parisons of degree of retardation fromgroup to group
may not be too neani ngful because of the varying
proportions unknown. However, of those with mental

| evel recorded, severe or profound retardation was
reported for 36 percent of those on the institution
popul ati on, 12 percent of those under outside super-
vision but never in an institution and only three
percent of the former institution patients nowin

t he conmunity. On the other hand mld or border-
line retardati on was recorded for 20 percent of the
waiting list, 23 percent of the institution popu-
lation, 47 percent of those never in an institution
and 86 percent of the discharged patients under out -
si de super vi si on.

Alittle over one-fifth' of all patients under
super vi sion were recorded as being epileptic, but
alnmost all of these were nmental ly deficient, also.
Only 184 patients, |less than two percent of the
total, were epileptic only. Two patients reported
as neither nentally deficient or epileptic were in
"Canbridge for treatment of special problens for
whi ch that institution seemed to have the nost
sui tabl e program

AGE DISTRIBULICN: ALL PATIENTS UNTER SUPERVISICN
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CHANGES | N SUPERVI SI ON DUR NG 1962- 63

During fiscal year 1962-63 the total nunber of nentally
deficient and epileptic patients under supervision showed
little change, (from3-0,893 to 10,879). There was a decrease
from6,565 to 6,469 in the nunber on the institution books
and al so a snall decrease in the waiting list (from692 to
676) . The nunber under outside supervision, however, in-
creased from 3,636 to 3, 834.

Atotal of 462 patients were commtted to the guardi an-
ship of the Conm ssioner of Public Wl fare as nentally
deficient and/or epileptic during 1962-63. C these 37 were
admtted directly to the institution, 235 were placed on the
waiting list, and 190 were pl aced on outsi de supervi si on.
There were 86 fewer patients coomtted in 1962-63 than in .
1961- 62, but alnost the entire decrease was anong patients
pl aced on outsi de supervision upon commtnent (82 less than
| ast year), indicating | ess enphasis on commtnent as a pro-
tective neasure only. "

During 1962-63 a total of 366 patients were renoved from
guardi anship. O these 212 died, 135 were discharged from
guardi anship and 19 were restored to capacity.

Characteristics of the nentally deficient and epileptic
patients by type of status change during 1962-63 are shown in
Table A-2. Their distribution by county of residence (I egal
settlenment) is given in Tabl e A- 3.

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SECTION B
PCPULATI ON CHANGES DUR NG 1962- 63 AND COMPARATI VE
FI GURES ON POPULATI ON CHANGES OVER THE PAST FI VE YEARS

During 1962-63 the nunber of patients on the books
of the institutions for the mentally deficient and
epil eptic decreased from6,565 to 6,469. The Annex
for Defective Delinquents at ST. doud was cl osed,
popul ati ons of Brainerd and Canbridge increased while
Faribault and Onat anna showed popul ation decreases
during the year. There were fewer adm ssions in
1962-63 (309) than in 1961-62 (433) but many nore
di scharges (308 conpared with 156) and nore deat hs
inresidence (106 conpared with 92). See Table B-2.

The greatest decrease in adm ssions was anong
femal e patients and pati ents under age 10. Anong
di scharges the greatest increases were anong patients
over age 40 and al so anong those aged 15-24, the
age group served by Omnatonna. During the year the
greatest popul ati on decrease occurred anong patients
under age 10, following the drop in admssions in
this youngest age group. The nunber of patients on
t he books who were classed as severely or profoundly
retarded increased from1,510 to 1,745 during 1962-63
whi | e the nunber noderately or mldly retarded and
t he nunber with nental |evel unclassified decreased.
