"Total under supervision" includes all nentally retarded
and epileptic patients under supervision of the Section
for the Mental |y Retarded, nost of whomare under commt -
nent to the Cormissioner of Public Vel fare. This count
represents the total of all patients under guardi anship
as nental ly retarded or epileptic plus voluntary adm s-
sions to state schools and hospitals for the retarded.
Afew of the long-termcare patients on the institution
books were conmtted directly to the institution. They
entered prior to the | awunder whi ch conmtnents were
nade to the Gormm si oner.

Patients "on books" include all patients on the institution
records whet her physically present or on tenporary absence.
The book popul ation rather than nunmber in residence has
been used for descriptive statistics on patients through-
out the report because nmany patients are hone on vacation
on June 30, the end of the fiscal year census date.

Patients "in residence" or "ininstitution” Include all
patients physically present plus those away on visits of
| ess than ei ght days duration.

"Adm ssions” include all patients entering the institutions
for the first tine or readmtted after receiving a final

di scharge fromthis type of institution, and i nclude trans-
fers fromMnnesota state institutions other than ot her
institutions for the nentally retarded and epil eptic or
nental hospitals. *

* Only regul ar adm ssions and di scharges are included in the tables in this report.

"Hrst admssions” include all patients admtted with no
previous residence in either a Mnnesota state institution
for the nentally retarded and epileptic or a Mnnesota
statenental hospital, *

"D scharges” include all patients renoved fromthe insti -
tution books, by discharge directly fromthe institution,
fromvisit or vacation or unauthorized absence and i ncl ude
di scharges by transfer to a Mnnesota state institution
other than an institution for the nentally retarded and
epileptic or anental hospital.

Mental level inthis report follows the newclassification
of the American Association on Mental Deficiency for those
pati ents on whomnew i nfornati on has been reported. Data
on ol der patients follows the old AAMD classification. In
sone tabl es the designation "severe" includes sone patients
who wi || probably be classified as "profound’ when they
are recl assi fi ed.

Data on clinical classification of patients has been i ssued
inasupplenentary report covering all nental |y retarded under
supervision and first admssions to the institutions. Mny
long-termpatients have not yet been classified under the
new termnol ogy of the American Association on Ment al
Deficiency. Inthis report, patients are classified sinply
as nentally deficient only, nentally deficient and epileptic,
and epileptic only.

Medi ans (50t h percentile) were cal cul ated fromgrouped dat a.
Al percentages are giveninround figures. For this reason

The
letter "a" is used to designate | ess than 0. 5 percent.

In Mnnesota nental |y retarded and/ or epil eptic persons
are coomtted to the guardi anship of the Comm ssioner of
Public Wl fare rather than directly to an institution. |f
institutional care is appropriate and space avail able, the
individual may enter an institution i nmedi ately upon
commtnent. Wen appropriate space is not availabl e the
nane is placed on the waiting list. For others conmt-
nent nay be made as a protective neasure, but the ward
nmay never enter an institution. Uoon discharge froman
institution a ward usual |y continues under guardi anship
w th outside supervision provided by the county wel fare
departnents. This report is nainly concerned wth the
institutional program but the tables in Section A cover
al | persons under supervi sion.

As of June 30, 1967, there was 10, 671 nental | y
retarded and/or epileptic individual s under supervision
of the Conmssioner of Public Vélfare. O these, 10, 416
were under coomtnent to the guardi anship of the Gonm ssi oner
of Public Vélfare, 83 were patients coomtted directly Qe
institutions many years ago, and 172 were non-coomtted patients,
157 of whomwere on the books of the institutions. This latter
group reflects the encouragenent of vol untary admssions to the
institutions for the nentally retarded in recent years.
Twel ve non-commtted persons, all of whomwere forner institu-
tion patients were on outside supervision and three non-comit -
ted persons were on the waiting |ist.

O every 100 persons under supervision 55 were on the
institution books (53 in residence or on short |eave and
two ontrail placenent), 39 were on outside supervision
(20 who had been di scharged fromand 19 who had never been
ina Mnnesota state institution for the nental ly retarded),
while five were on the waiting list for institutional care.
Table Al follow ng shows the nunbers and sone of the
characteristics of patients in each of these groups.

It can be noted that there were nore nal e than
femal e persons in all naj or supervision groups except trial
pl acenents. O all persons under supervision 55 percent
were nale The waiting list had the highest proportion
(62 percent) of nal e individual s.

There were nore nal e (54 percent) than fenal es on the
institution books. Anmong individual institutions Cam
bridge had a fewnore fenal e than nal e patients, while
Shakopee Children's Hone cares for fenal e patients only.

Medi an age of all persons under supervision was 28.7
years, wth eight percent under age ten and only four
percent age 65 or older. Only 153 of the 10, 671 persons
under supervi sion were under age five, and only four
of these were in state institutions for the nental ly
retarded. The waiting list included a nuch younger
group of persons (nedian age 9. 1 years) than the ot her
supervi sion groups; four-fifths of the waiting |ist
patients were under age ten and only seven percent were age
25 or older. Incontrast, the forner institution patients
under outsi de supervision had a nedi an age of 40. 3 years,
with only one percent under age ten and 81 percent age 25
or ol der.

Mental |evel was unclassified for 15 percent of all
persons, under supervision including 40 percent of the
persons on the waiting list and one-third (32 percent)
of those under outside supervision who had never been
inaninstitution. DOrect conparison of the nental |evel
of Individuals in the various supervision groups nay not
be too neaningful as the distribution of actual nental
| evel of those who were unclassified, if known, mght vary
consi derably fromgroup to group. However, of those
wth nental |evel recorded, severe or profound retardation
was reported for 52 percent of the waiting |ist, 41
percent of those on the institution books, 18 percent
of those on outside supervision who had never been in an
institution and only five percent of the forner patients
on outside supervision. Incontrast, mld, borderline, or
no retardation was reported for only twel ve percent of
those on the waiting list, 19 percent of those on the
institution books, 37 percent of those on outside super-

vi si on who had never been in an institution and 64. percent
of the forner patients who were on outsi de supervi sion.

More than one-fifth (22 percent) of all persons under
supervi sion were reported as epileptic, but nost of these
were nental |y deficient al so. iy 106 persons, one percent
of all patients, were epileptic only. S x persons who
were neither nental |y deficient nor epileptic but had
speci al probl ens were al so under super vi si on.

CHANGES | N SUPERM S ON DUR NG 1966-67:

During 1966-67 the total nunber of nental |y retarded
and epil epti c persons under supervision decreased slightly,
from10, 801to 10, 671. Adecreaseinthewaitinglist
(from617 to 553) was acconpani ed by a decrease in the
nunber on the institution books (from6, 065to 5, 917). The
total nunber of forner institution patients on outside
supervi sion increased slightly from2, 086 to 2, 184 during
the year, while the nunber on outside supervision who had
never been in an institution showed little change, from
2,033t02, 017.

Mbst of the decrease in persons under supervision was
anong t he youngest age group; there were only 881 nental |y
retarded persons under age ten under supervision on June 30,
1967 conpared with 1, 033 on June 30, 1966. The nunber under
age five decreased from237 to 153, persons under age five
on the waiting list dropping from138 to 70 and those on the
institution books dropping fromnine to only four. There was
only a slight decrease (from26l to 254) in the nunber ages
59 on the waiting list, but the nunber aged 59 on the
institution books dropped from309 to 263 during the year.
The institution books al so showed a decrease in the nunber
aged 10-19, an increase in those aged 20-24 and a decrease
in patients aged 25 or ol der during 1966-67.

The nunber of persons for whomnental | evel was not
reported i ncreased during the year, froml, 584 to 1, 636.
The nunibber of mldy and noderately retarded decreased
slightly, but the nunber reported as severely or profound y
retarded i ncreased from2 666 to 2, 732. The nuniber of
persons who were reported as epileptic only decreased from
118 t o 106.

Duri ng 1966-67 a total of 140 persons were conmtted to
t he guardi anshi p of the GCormssioner of Public VWl fare as
nental |y deficient and/or epileptic, 72 |less than were
conmtted in 1965-66 and 212 |l ess than were coomtted in
1964-65. H fty-one percent of those coomtted were nal e.
Alittle over one-fourth were under five years of age at
coomtnent and 44 percent were under age ten. Median age
at coomtnent was 11.4years. O the 140 persons conmtted,
fifteen were admtted directly to an institution, and
125 were pl aced on outside supervision. O the 36 persons
under age five who were coomtted eight were admtted
toaninstitution at coomtnent (see Table A-2).

In Qctober, 1965, responsi bility for the waiting |ist
was turned over to the three najor institutions for the
nental ly retarded. Apparently, nost retardates needi ng
institutional care have been admtted inmediately as there
were no additions to the waiting list in 1966-67 and
only 36 were added the previous year. nly 49 persons
were admtted to the institutions fromthe waiting |ist
during 1966-67 conpared with 6l i n 1965-66 and 190 duri ng
1964-65.

Atotal of 122 wards were discharged fromguardi anshi p
in 1966-67 conpared wth 186 i n 1965-66 and 110 i n 1964-65.
During 1966-67 there were 35 wards restored to capacity
conpared wth 34 in 1965-66 and 28 i n 1965-66. A nost all
of the wards di scharged fromguardi anship or restored to
capacity were 15 years of age or ol der. Median age at
di scharge fromguardi anshi p was 36. 8 years conpared w t h
26. 2 years for those restored to capacity. There was a
slightly snal | er nunber of deaths in 1966-67 (155) than in
1965-66 (165).

Uhtil 1966-67 the popul ation at Brai nerd increased
each year since its opening according to amount of space
and staff available. During 1966-67 however, Brainerd s
popul ation decreased slightly, from1, 371to 1, 352. Most
of Brainerd s patients have entered by transfer fromFari -
bault or Canbridge to place themin an institution nearer
their home. The Canbridge popul ation (excludi ng Lake
Onasso) has been decreasi ng since 1961-62, with the de-
crease continuing in 1966-67. Faribaul t, which had nore
than 3, 300 patients during the period from 1956 t hr ough
1959, has shown sone popul ati on decrease the past three
years, but is still overcronded. At Onatonna, where
there were over 380 patients as recently as 1960, the
popul ation has dropped from264 to 190 from1964 to

1966 but increased to 206 June 30, 1967. Less denand for
residential training of mldy retarded chil dren brought
about the earlier reduction, while the past year's increase
reflects the recent policy of admtting nental |y retarded
chil dren w t h behavi or probl ens.

Atotal of 259 persons were admtted to the institutions
for the nentally retarded during fiscal year 1966-67. O
these 220 were first admssions (conpared wth 6l in 1965
-66 and 333 i n 1964-65) and 39 were readm ssions. As in past
years the najority of new adm ssions were nal e. The increase
infirst admssions in 1966-67 over 1965-66 was anong pati ents
under age 15; with 59 percent of all 1966-67 first adm ssions
under age 15 In preceding years an increasi ng proportion of
all first admssions have been severely or profound y retarded.
I n 1966-67 nental |evel was not reported for 60 percent of all
first admssions conpared with non-reporting of 27 percent in
1965-66. O those on whomnental |evel was reported, however,
63 percent were severely or profoundly retarded i n 1966-67
conpared wth 55 percent in 1965-66 and 6l percent in 1964-65.
